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Lag BaOmer / ל״ג בעומר 

Lag BaOmer is a holiday celebrated on the 33rd day of the 

Counting of the Omer, which occurs on the 18th day of the 

Hebrew month of Iyar. One reason given for the holiday is as 

the day of passing of Rabbi Shimon bar Yochai. Modern Jewish 

tradition links the holiday to the Bar Kokhba Revolt against the 

Roman Empire (132-135 CE). In Israel, it is celebrated as a 

symbol for the fighting Jewish spirit. Lag BaOmer begins at 

sundown on Motzei Shabbat 13 May. 

This year, since Lag B'omer falls out on a Sunday, those who 

follow Minchag Ashkenaz may shave and take haircuts this 

Friday morning onwards, lichvod Shabbat. The heter applies 

equally to those who observe the first half of the sefira and to 

those who observe the second half (i.e. those who began on 

Rosh Chodesh Iyar). The heter does not apply to Thursday 

night and begins on Friday morning.
